A CELEBRATION FOR GREEN HOLLOW CEMETERY


A celebration marking the successful completion of the Green Hollow Cemetery Restoration Project will be held on Sunday, September 19, 2010.  Guests may tour the cemetery located on Crawford Road in Oakham anytime between 11:00 a.m. and 12:30 p.m., viewing the handsome new arch and the many additional improvements to the cemetery property.  A golf cart will be available 11-12:30 and 3:30-5 for guests who may have difficulty walking the 250-foot pathway from the road to the cemetery.

   
Many of the gravesites, decorated with planted mums, will have a placard displaying a photo or an interesting detail about the person buried there.  At 12:00 noon costumed interpreters will entertain with a portrayal of one of Oakham’s leading families during the 1800s.     
    
The celebration will continue at Quail Hollow Golf Club, 1820 Old Turnpike Road, at 12:45 p.m. where box lunches will be served. The afternoon program will include: “A History of Green Hollow Cemetery” by Jeff Young, President of the Oakham Historical Association; “The Challenges and Surprises While Building the Arch” by Lee Tavares, designer, preservationist and donor; “Memories of Green Hollow and Oakham in a Family Poet’s Voice” by Paula Alida Roy, teacher, poet and writer; Appreciation Time, and the cutting of the Green Hollow celebration cake.
